3. Name two psychological perspectives that could be use to analyze this person’s behaviour. Choose from the 6 we have discussed in class: Psychodynamic, Social-Cultural, Biological, Humanistic, Cognitive, Behavioural. 

4. In 2 paragraphs (1 for each perspective) describe how a doctor of each discipline would analyze this person’s behaviour. Use your textbook, handouts and internet resources as guides and be sure to reference any material used.

5. Which perspective do you think was the most accurate and why?

-Include a title page with a picture of your character

-Two paragraphs describing your character as well as listing any unusual behaviours

-One paragraph on EACH of the psychological perspectives that you will be using to analyze this person

-One paragraph on which perspective you think was the most accurate and why

-Bilbliography

PART B: Choose two OTHER psychological perspectives to analyze the behaviours of the 2 kids from Columbine High School in 2-3 paragraphs (for EACH perspective). Include in your paragraphs a discussion on why you think young adults may be more prone to physical confrontations than middle-aged adults and what you think the reasons are for the kids’ actions. For example, could you blame the violence on violent tv shows, music or another influence in the boys’ lives?
